When Bridgeville was sold the first time, in May 2004, the price was about 
equal to the median price of a home in Marin County -- $700,000. 

That's an amazing concept. 

But, since then, Marin's median home price reached a record $943,000 in 
February, up from $867,000 in January and up 16.7 percent from $808,000 
in February 2005, according to DataQuick Information Systems of La Jolla.
